The new McCarthy Toyota dealership on the corner of Koeberg 
and Blaauberg Roads in Table View, Cape Town has recently been 
completed, and was tiled with Kenzan products. 

The result is a stunning success. The building was designed by 
Boogertman + Partners Architects, and features of the building are 
its warmth and openness assisted by the sunlight and the tones of 
the tiles. The neutral colours harmonise and add to the warmth of 
the space. 

The finishes are standard and specified at a national level to be 
consistent throughout the country’s Toyota dealerships. A porcelain 
matt tile finish was selected so that it did not compete with the 
shine of the vehicles. 

The showroom floor tiles were imported from Spain, and the main 
area of the showroom used a rectangular Blanco Natural (30 x 60 
cm) tile complemented with a Burgos Oro Natural border tile of the 
same format. A dark highlight tile was also incorporated. The tiles are 
full-bodied porcelain tiles and they are not permeable or porous. 

The bathroom mosaic mix (30 x 30 cm sheets of 5 x 5 mm 
mosaic tiles) of red, grey, white and beige has resulted in a triumph 
in the bathrooms, and an impressive finish.
